Official Visits
¢ 5 maximum for D1, unlimited for D2/3

* Covered by school: transportation, meals (3/day), housing and 3 home game tickets
e For D1/2, can start August 1 of JR year
e For D3, can start January 1 of JR year

Unofficial Visits
¢ Unlimited number of unofficial visits

¢ Covered by school: 3 home game tickets
* For D1/2, can start August 1 of JR year
¢ For D3, no limitations

Considerations for Visits (if applicable)
e Try to schedule around home games and to possibly see a practice

* Go to class with the players to get a feel for the classroom setting/learning environment
e Stay on campus with the players to get a feel for the campus environment, the food etc.
¢ Try to schedule when school is in session rather than during break

Questions for coaches
* What do you like about me as a player? (if they have seen you play)

* How do you see me fitting in with your program (positionally, culturally, etc)? (if they
have seen you play)

* Are they recruiting other players in your position for the same recruiting class?

e What is a typical day like for the players?

* What style of play/formation do they prefer?

e What are the program goals for the next 1-4 years?

* When do they need a decision on accepting a roster spot or scholarship?

* |Is there athletic scholarship available my FR year? If not, will there be athletic
scholarship available my SO, JR, SR year?

* What do they feel are the strengths of their program and school?

* Success stories of recent graduates in their professional fields- whether as professional
players or in the workplace?
